We meet with our clients before the event to determine what their
taste is in music, and what they are expecting. When it comes to
weddings, the bride and groom are not going to be happy if the DJ plays
music that they don't like, and they are also not going to be happy if the
guests don't dance because they don't like the music. Sometimes this
can be an issue if a couple has more obscure musical tastes.

The time during cocktails and dinner is a good time to play music that
sets the tone of the evening. The music during this time is just as
important as the dance set, but we don't have to worry about people
dancing, so we can have some fun with it. We can do our own thing, or
we can play music that is specific to our client's personal tastes, play-
ing music that is significant to them.

The dance set can also be personalized to the couple's taste to an
extent, and we can certainly work in songs that mean something to
them. However, this is the portion of the event where we need to bring
people out to dance, and this means playing songs that appeal to a
wide range of people. The good news is, we can do this playing great,
non-cheesy, non-overplayed songs in a smart and fun way.

We meet with the clients beforehand to discuss their musical tastes,
what they want to hear, and more importantly, what they don’t want to
hear. At the event, we read the crowd, and through our knowledge and
experience of what works and what doesn’t. Wedding attendees are a
very diverse bunch, with different age groups who all have their own
idea what “good” music is. Though the bottom line is that the Bride and
Groom should be happy about the music being played at their wedding.

None of our DJs has ever missed a wedding. In the event that he/she
is unable to attend, we are connected with a network of other DJs who
could fill in at the last minute.

Our collection is on Compact discs. We may occasionally bring some
vinyl to an event if we don’t have it on cd, but 99% of what we play is
on cd. If you would like to supply supplemental music, we encourage
MP3s to be converted to cd.

We use great equipment and we send our gear in for maintenance on a
regular basis. We also bring backup CD players and use a service com-
pany that specializes in emergency dispatching of sound equipment.
We have only used them once when a DJ couldn't access his system
during the worst snow storm in thirty years, but it's nice to know they
are available!

All our DJs dress like a guest at a wedding. For our male DJs, this means
a dark suit and a tie. Our lady DJs prefer a black cocktail dress with
pearls. We may show up in street clothes, as we don’t want to mess up
our nice clothes when we set up/break down the equipment, but we
change before the event. Let me say, we clean up nice.
